Lower case letters are as high as a narrow row (0.4 cm). Upper case letters are as high as a wide row (0.8 cm).

Some notebooks also have slanted parallel lines to help with the slope. The angle is 65 degrees, the distance

between the lines is 2.8 cm.

When your letters become even and proportional you can switch to a typical “adult” lined notebook with 0.8 cm
rows.
